minimum of a 3.0 cumulative average in the program as verified by a Maple Heights School District official on

the Officer’s Certificate of Warranty (see below)

Earn a minimum “B” average on portfolio

Earn a 9-12th grade cumulative G.P.A. of 2.0 or higher on a 4.0 scale

Pass Algebra 2 (or equivalent) prior to graduation from high school

Minimum 95% attendance as verified by Maple Heights School District official on Officer’s Certificate of

Warranty (see below)

Submit completed Cuyahoga Community College application to the Office of Admissions and Records

7. Admission to the College within 12 months of graduation from Maple Heights School District’s Teaching
Professions program

8. Request an official final high school transcript be sent to Cuyahoga Community College

9. Submit this Student Form for High School Articulated Credit with ALL required signatures to the Office of
