Earn a high school cumulative GPA of 2.0 or higher in grades 9 through 12.
Pass Algebra 2 (or equivalent) prior to graduation from high school.
Submit a CCC application prior to graduation from high school.
Submit an Articulation Agreement, signed by the student and high school teacher,
prior to graduation from high school.
